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The Victoria Rebels host family program is an integral part of the Rebels’ organization that offers our fans a unique opportunity to support players as they continue their careers.

Our players come from all over BC and Alberta, and for some this will be the first time away from their families.  The players start arriving near the end of June and will need accommodations until the end of October.  They range in age from 18 through 22.  

It's easy to become a host family.  All that’s needed is a spare bedroom, bathroom facilities, and meals.  Players requiring accommodation understand they are responsible for paying their billet fees on a timely basis which are capped at $500.00 per month and they are responsible for their own transportation.  

All of our host families receive 4 season tickets for each player they invite into their home.  Hosting a player also offers a great chance to meet a potential future CFL/NFL player.   In 2008, 3 more Victoria Rebels were added to the CFL roster bringing the total number of former Rebels now playing professional football to 8. 

We urge anyone who is interested in ensuring that youth sports programs continue here in Victoria to help us provide homes for our 2009 season.  For more information call Vicki at 250-477-5363 or the Rebels office at 250-298-1277.

What is Expected of the Billet Family

The player needs a room of his own, or can share with another team member provided the area is large enough.  He needs a bed and dresser and some closet space.  A representative of the Rebels board will be required to check all player accommodations.  The Billet family will need to provide food and meals for the player. All house rules should be in writing.

What Is Expected of the Player?

Players are expected to provide their own personal care items, cell phones, media equipment and transportation needs.  Players must adhere to all team and house rules and show respect and consideration towards all family members.  The host family’s generosity will not be taken for granted.

Expectations of the players when billeted:

· Payment must be made on the 1st of the month in the form of post dated cheques – No exceptions 
($250.00 damage deposit will be held by the Rebels)
· Respect the billet family and treat their belongings with the utmost care; 

· Be pleasant, courteous and helpful at all times; 

· Long distance phone costs will be your responsibility; (Phone card or cell phones should be used.)

· Substance abuse is not be tolerated on the team and will not be tolerated at your billets home or property;

· There are to be no visitors at billets home any time unless prior arrangements have been agreed to by the billets;  

· Players must do their own laundry, and keep your room tidy and clean; 

· It is not an expectation for a billet to supply you with a computer; 

· Players shall live by their billets house rules. Communication is the key, resolve issues that are bothering you; problems may occur.  (i.e.: shower use, telephone usage, dishes, shoes in the house, tidiness, etc.)

· Players should take the initiative to make their own meals, and volunteer around the house whenever the billets require assistance;

· Players and billets should discuss the meals best suited for both; 

· The most important rule is that of common sense and good communication.  

In reality not every player/family match will be met with success. Sometimes expectations/chemistry might be lacking and the player requests to be moved or the billets request a change. If this happens we will make every effort towards making the necessary changes to ensure that everyone is happy and comfortable. Communication regarding this is very important and must be addressed. Billets have been interviewed and have met the requirements but at the same time problems can arise, if this is not communicated we have no idea a problem exists. Keeping in contact with the billet coordinator is key. 

We have incorporated new policies to ensure stricter guidelines with respect to all players staying with Victoria Rebel billets
